Music of Herat – Afghanistan

Situated in a fertile valley in western Afghanistan, the ancient city of Herat is nationally recognised as a pre-eminent fount of creativity in literature, music and the visual arts.  As an important trading centre, Herat has continuously absorbed new musical ideas.  While taking in new influences from Iran and India, musicians from Herat always maintained the essential flavour of their own local culture, which is founded on romantic and melancholic Persian language love songs and laments.

The Music of Heart concert being held on Saturday 18th September in the Northern Rock Foundation Hall, The Sage Gateshead, will feature a mixture of Herati vocal and instrumental music, along with the Afghan classical music that has been performed in Herat since the 1930s.

The concert will feature the talents of Nasim Rahim Khushnawaz (Afghan rubab), Ustad Gada Mohammad (Herati dutar), Naimatullah (Herati vocal), Muhammad Aziz (classical vocal and harmonium), Yusuf Mahmoud (tabla) and female vocalist Mina Aman.

CRISIS Training Clinical Risk in Suicide: Interventions, Strategies
A 3 hour workshop for Newcastle Primary Care staff, Non Statutory staff and 3rd Sector Organisations.

Suicide Prevention and minimisation remains a UK priority and work is ongoing to further reduce the death rates from suicide in 2010/11. Previously periods of high unemployment or severe economic problems have had an adverse effect on the mental health of the population and have been associated with higher rates of suicide.  Newcastle PCT and other front-line agencies are aware of the situation and continue to identify and support vulnerable individuals who are at risk.

This half day workshop is aimed at those professionals who are likely to come into contact with suicidal individuals and aims to consolidate and enhance those key skills in risk assessment and the recognition, assessment and management of suicidal behaviours.

Children and Young People Now launches ‘For Youth’s Sake’ campaign
Against the backdrop of further cuts in Government spending, Children and Young People Now magazine has launched a campaign to highlight the crucial role that young people’s services play in local communities and raise awareness about the dangers of cutting youth projects, sexual health advice and careers services. Children and Young People Now is concerned about the impact of public sector cuts on youth services and is urging decision-makers and communities to support their local youth projects. The magazine says that spending cuts may create long-term problems as youth organisations will not be able to provide critical prevention and early intervention services.

The campaign has three aims – for the Government to be clear about its vision for young people and how it intends to support them, for young people to have a greater say in shaping the services that they use and more power when decisions are being made on spending, and for greater investment in the youth workforce. Children and Young People Now is asking young people, parents, and those working in the youth sector to support the campaign by signing an online pledge and sending in their stories about how youth services make a valuable difference to local communities and the lives of individual young people.
